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Although he has played and recorded with mostly with American musicians, Gary 
toured and recorded several years with Canadian Singer/Songwriter Cameron Molloy and 
played on Cameron’s song “Diamond’s in the Dark”, which went to #2 on the Canadian 
music charts.
